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As reported last year, shortly after the financial year end SBVS had a change 
of management when Paul Stephens took over the role of chief executive 
officer from Mick Binns. As Paul was already working within the organisation 
he spent some time covering two roles whilst recruiting a replacement for 
himself. His first six months therefore were extremely hectic but he seemed to 
thrive on the demands – and still does! 
 
There were two major areas of work during this year. Firstly we were delighted 
to be granted just short of £500,000, over five years, from the National Lottery 
to set up a youth café under the swimming baths in Bingley. Contract work 
and tenders commenced in early March and we were fortunate to have 
excellent support from the architect, builders and decorators etc. With the 
ensuing recruitment for staff and appeals for extra capital funding this was a 
mammoth task. 
 
The second major piece of work has been the collaboration of SBVS with 
Keighley & Ilkley Voluntary and Community Action, Bradford Community and 
Voluntary Service, as well as Bradford and District Community Network (CNet) 
and Volunteering Bradford who have now joined the group. Both CEO’s and 
trustees have held many meetings to discuss the way forward for this group in 
order to strengthen our chances of obtaining improved funding in these 
financially difficult times. Although sometimes we seemed not to be getting 
anywhere it has been most valuable to build up a very good relationship with 
trustees from the different areas.  
 
During the year the wheels to work project had to terminate as funding ceased 
and the bikes had to be sold. In conjunction with the new Canalside health 
centre a social car scheme was set up to help people to access the centre 
and we are delighted with the number of new volunteers who enlisted to 
support this. Funding was obtained to carry out refurbishment work on both 
Little House and Cardigan House which has vastly improved both centres. In 
January a ‘Time Out’ day was held for trustees, staff and volunteers and this 
proved to be a very useful day for all who attended. 
 
One area in which we have concerns is membership of SBVS. The National 
Association for Voluntary and Community Action (NAVCA) says, “We believe 
there are significant benefits if services are delivered through a local support 
and development organisation that is owned by, and accountable to, local 
third sector organisations and the communities they serve, contributing to 
community cohesion and the building of social capital.” Although we have a 
great number of individuals and groups using the services we do not have a 
large number of voluntary and community organisations that are members of 
SBVS.  We are anxious to address this as soon as possible. 
 
We are fortunate to have excellent staff and volunteers who all make a 
tremendous commitment to SBVS in order to provide the many varied 
services on offer. Everything is overseen by our trustees who meet monthly in 
support of Paul and all these dedicated people with whom I am very proud to 
be associated. 
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It is good to be able to report that 2010/2011 produced another good year for 
SBVS in terms of financial performance, project delivery and winning new 
business. Our primary role is to act as an infrastructure support  
organisation, supporting voluntary organisations across the Shipley 
Constituency. During 2010 we worked with the other two Bradford district 
councils for voluntary services to carry out a research project funded through 
the Commissioning Improvement Programme's Targeted Support Fund. 
SBVS took the lead on this project, which focused on the development of 
stronger commissioner engagement with small/medium third sector providers 
and the public sector. 

Although infrastructure support is our primary focus nearly 70% of our activity 
relates to the delivery of services. We continue to develop a range of services 
for older people.  The social car scheme is a very successful project and will 
continue till the end of March 2012. We are now moving into the final year of 
the Shipley Area Links programme, a Lottery funded project, which we deliver 
in partnership with HALE and Cottingley Cornerstone. 

During 2010/2011 45% of our income came from the City of Bradford 
Metropolitan District Council (CBMDC). At the last AGM we were concerned 
about the threat of funding reductions from April 2011. However, because 
CBMDC values the work of the voluntary and community sector (VCS) they 
have decided to carry out a root and branch review. This will determine where 
they want the VCS to deliver services in 2012/2013. Therefore the funding 
situation remains unclear but we believe we will continue to provide support to 
VCS groups and services to older people in Bingley and district.  

In November 2010 we started a new Lottery funded project, the Bingley Youth 
Café. Our partners in the project include the Youth Service, Shipley Area 
Office and the Police. This will provide SBVS with an opportunity to support 
the young people  of Bingley over the next five years.  

The primary focus of activity in 2010/2011 was the renovation of the basement 
of the Bingley swimming pool to create the youth cafe. Because of a change 
in specification we went out to tender again and the lowest price was 100% 
more than the original budget. In order for SBVS to access the money from 
the Lottery all the money for the capital costs had to be secured SBVS agreed 
to meet the funding gap in the short term. In order to recoup this money we 
are applying to a number of charitable trusts and approaching local 
businesses for contributions. 
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The income for the year was £419k and the year ended with an overall 
surplus of just under £42k, which is very positive. Some of this is timing with 
the money received in 2010/11 but will be spent on the projects that funding 
was received for in 2011/12. 

The main reasons for the surplus were: 

�  The sale of mopeds from the wheels to work programme 
�  Increase in activities generating funds 
�  Income from community centres 
�  Revenue funding received for the youth café to be spent in 2011/2012 

In the current financial year we forecast a balanced budget. However, we do 
have projected capital expenses as the phone system in Cardigan House 
needs replacing and we are planning changes to our information technology 
network. 

During the last year 33% of our income related to support and development 
activities with local groups, 48% related to older people projects, 8% related to 
younger people projects and 11% related to income from our community 
buildings.  

During the year 2010 to 2011 45% of our income came from the City of 
Bradford Metropolitan District Council, 21% from the NHS, 13% from the 
Lottery 19% from charges and fees and 2% from other income. 

The outlook for 2012/2013 is difficult to forecast as grant funding is likely to 
reduce and therefore we have to develop our funding strategy, options 
including fundraising where explored at the strategy review day held earlier in 
the year. 

In the future direct payments will be made by councils to people receiving 
social care services, instead of the council providing the service directly. This 
will mean that they can purchase their own social care in line with their 
assessed needs and we need to ensure that we have identified the individual 
cost service users would pay to access our services. We will ensure that we are 
ready to respond to these changes.

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Infrastructure support – Paul Stephens & Jenny Prat t 
 
One-to-one support to voluntary and community group s 

During 2010/2011 help and advice 
was provided to 77 organisations, 3 
less than in 2009/2010. However, 
considering the change in personnel 
during August to October, this is a 
very encouraging figure. We worked 
over the whole of the Shipley 
Constituency covering all 6 wards. 

 

 

In the national survey of third 
sector organisations carried out 
by the opinion polling 
organisation IPSO-MORI 
(2008/9), Bradford’s ISO 
services were found to be more 
highly appreciated than the 
national average. Groups 
expressed a high degree of 
satisfaction with the advice and 
support available.  

 
 
Amongst the questions groups were 
asked was, “How would you rate the 
support available in your local area?” The 
highest ranking for the Bradford area are 
shown in table 2.  
 
A local study carried out by DIVA Bradford 
at about the same time identified that the 
needs of smaller groups are different to 
those of larger groups.  
 
For example, recruiting volunteers was a top priority for small groups, 
whereas access to more funding was the priority for larger groups.  

Organisations have appropriate governance structure s with engaged 
and skilled members 

Working with a Shipley-based organisation we supported and advised it 
during a period of transition. The organisation needed to develop its steering 
group in to a management committee. As it wanted to become a charity, the 
group recognised that some of the steering group members were not able to 
become trustees; therefore they needed to recruit new committee members 
with an appropriate skill set.  
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We advised the group whilst it developed a new constitution, helping the 
committee to focus on different types of membership within the organisation. 
Although a number of organisations had been represented on the steering 
group when the project started, most were no longer represented. One of the 
first issues the new management committee had to address was its lack of 
members. 

As the organisation did not have a set of accounts, we arranged a meeting 
with West Yorkshire Community Accountancy Service (WYCAS) to help it take 
this forward with specialist support.  

Groups are skilled in raising funds for themselves 

When groups need to access funding they often need support in order to be 
ready to apply for a grant. We worked with a group that needed to become 
funding ready and attract funds to pay for new equipment. This involved 
supporting the organisation to develop relevant policies and procedures, 
establish good financial reporting and ensure that a funding strategy was in 
place. 

At various points in the process we contacted bfunded for advice around 
funding sources and made the group aware of CVS Training and other 
agencies within the District. However it turned out that we could provide the 
majority of the support the group needed at that time.   

The group was successful in its first application to the Grassroots grants fund 
and felt more confident in making funding applications. We were also able to 
help the group to revise its funding strategy. As a result of this, it has planned 
a funding event to raise money for some of the larger pieces of equipment.  
The group plans to apply to funders to top up the amount needed.   

Quality volunteering opportunities 

We had the opportunity to develop a project called, “recruiting the next 
generation of volunteers in the Wharfedale valley.” This project is funded 
through BASIS Programme (National Lottery). The overall aim of the project is 
to “encourage neighbouring settlements to work together, enabling local 
solutions to local problems”. 

Although traditionally a lot of people have been prepared to work voluntarily, 
the average age of those participating in voluntary activity is getting older. 
People consistently have said “we need to develop a new generation of 
volunteers”.  

SBVS has been able to work in partnership with the vinvolved team. This is a 
national youth volunteering programme, inspiring young people to get involved 
in volunteering. We have also been encouraging local voluntary and 
community organisations in the Wharfedale valley to provide opportunities for 
young people to engage with their local community. 

Local groups are well connected and can influence d ecision-making 

We have continued to chair the Shipley Area Community Network. In June 
2010 we focused on the Community Development Commission. It provided an 
opportunity for community development workers and voluntary and community 
groups to voice their concerns, highlighting the importance of workers being 
attached to a centre. They were also able to highlight the view that there is 
already a lot of partnership work going on. Jenny Pratt has continued 
developing an email network to send out time sensitive information around 
relevant funding, events and national policy changes.   
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Future activity 

We will continue to develop our relationships with the Area Office teams, 
especially as personnel are changing, and we will look to strengthen the 
presence of the organisation in all wards. SBVS currently works with relatively 
few groups in Wharfedale ward so we will continue working with KIVCA and 
other partners to ensure organisations in the Wharfedale ward are aware of 
the support available to them.  
 
 
 

Rural Development Worker 
Alison Eagle 

 
SBVS is working in partnership with KIVCA in order to address rural 
development needs across the two constituencies. This programme is funded 
through the National Lottery. We have been commissioned to encourage 
neighbouring settlements to work together as ‘clusters’, enabling local 
voluntary and community groups find solutions to local problems,. We have 
been working on four projects that fit within the objectives of the programme. 
 
Wharfedale Activity Group  has found funding for a Sports Development 
Worker (SDW) for the Wharfe Valley. Although most of the preparation for this 
project took place during the early months of  2011, the worker was not in post 
until June 2011. There has been little sports development in the valley and the 
aim of the project is to encourage clubs to work together. In the build up to the 
Olympics it is anticipated that clubs will put on events and organise with the 
SDW two major events – an older people’s Olympics and a valley- wide family 
event. 
 
‘Recruiting the Next Generation of Volunteers’  - working with local groups 
in the Wharfe valley to make links with Ilkley Grammar School (IGS) to recruit 
young volunteers.  Volunteers in the Wharfedale valley recognise that they are 
not recruiting the number of new volunteers they require to sustain their 
activity. KIVCA, SBVS, IGS and Volunteering Bradford have been working in 
partnership to address this problem. Later in 2011 a Young Volunteers 
Showcase will be organised at IGS and a Young Ambassadors Group will be 
set up to promote volunteering in the local community. 
 
We have set up a Rural Community Buildings Network  to support, inform 
and train groups managing community buildings and around asset 
management.  At present there are 43 members. In early in 2011 we 
organised a social media event for rural communities. Further events will be 
planned before the project ends in July 2012, including a West Yorkshire 
asset transfer event. 
 
In March 2011 we were in the early stages of putting together a LEADER 
funding bid titled ‘older people living in a digital age’.   The bid was 
successful and has paid for research into ways to increase the number of 
older people (aged 55 years and older) with access to the internet and to 
provide training and support to older people in the use of computers and the 
internet in the Worth Valley.  Please contact us for a copy of the report. 
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Community Transport 
Andrew Stewart 

 
 
SBVS’s community transport consists of three 
minibuses and continues to be an important part of our 
service provision.   
 
One of the minibuses can also be used as a mobile 
information centre, suitable for outreach work.  The 
minibus is fitted with TV and DVD player, has electric 
sockets and a laptop with wireless internet access.  The 
minibus is also fitted with solar panels to maintain the 
electrical supply when the bus is static. 
 
Two of the minibuses are used on a regular basis, by both our own projects, 
the public sector and local groups.  We have a pool of 13 volunteer drivers,  
who continue to give freely of their time, which enables SBVS to provide a 
reliable transport service. 
 
We currently have 36 local groups and organisations affiliated to our 
community transport service which enables them to hire SBVS’s minibuses for 
social trips and events. 
 
Overall daily usage of the three minibuses is 32%. 
 
 
 
 

Social Car Scheme 
 

The social car scheme was established in April 2010 with funding from 
Bradford and Airedale NHS.  The service operates using a team of volunteer 
drivers that provide transport for patients registered at the Canalside Health 
Centre and who need assistance travelling to and from GP and hospital 
appointments. 
 
The service has been well received, service users have commented that it has 
made “attending appointments easier, as they do not have to worry about 
getting there” and “it is cheaper than having to pay for taxis” other users have 
stated “it is also reassuring to have someone with me”, especially if they are 
attending hospital appointments. 
 
The scheme has a pool of 8 volunteer drivers and 74 patients are registered 
to use the service.  A total of 130 return journeys were completed in the last 
12 months. 
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Cardigan House Community Centre 
 
 
Cardigan House community centre, situated on 
Ferncliffe Road, provides full disabled access, large 
hall and a fully equipped commercial kitchen. 
 
The centre continues to be used by a number of local 
groups and organisations during the evenings on a 
weekly and monthly basis which accounts for 30% of 
usage.  Casual bookings for the centre have also 
continued, with the centre being used as a polling 
station, Councillors surgery and a health trainer was 
also placed at the centre for several weeks. 
 
Cardigan House is also used for the majority of services provided by SBVS, 
for day care, drop-in sessions, computer class and activity sessions, which 
are held during the day on a weekly basis. 
 
The centre has also been refurbished over the past few years installing 
disabled toilets, decorating the centre and new furnishings which service 
users have commented “that it makes the centre look and feel more homely”. 
The convenient location also enables many of the older people in the area to 
access the services provided by SBVS.

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Little House Community Centre 
 
Little House community centre is situated in the centre of Bingley, just off 
Market Street. 
 
The centre refurbishment is now complete.  A new gas 
central heating system, new kitchen units, replacement 
doors and windows, and disabled toilet have been 
installed.  To complete the refurbishment, new blinds 
have also been purchased with a donation from the 
Bingley Old Peoples Welfare Association. 
 
The groups and organisations that use the centre have 
been impressed with the overall refurbishment and are 
pleased that the building continues to be maintained.  Some of the groups 
have used the facilities for several years and have stated that “the centre 
looks cleaner and brighter” and “provides a good meeting space in a 
convenient location”. 
 
The centre continues to be well used with the majority of groups and 
organisations using the centre on a weekly basis, which accounts for 41% of 
the usage.  Casual bookings have also been maintained throughout the year.

Day Care – Bingley  
Emma Whitwick 

 
Day care is open on Monday and Thursday with 
20 places allocated on both days. Referrals have 
increased over the past 12 months and we now 
have a waiting list for places. 
 
Regular attendance at the centre reduces feelings 
of social isolation and providing a nutritional meal 
increases appetite and enjoyment of food.  
 
One service user commented, “attending the 
centre has given me back a social life I look 
forward to coming and have made lots of new friends”. 
 
Quizzes and reminiscence provides mental stimulation and seems to help 
people with dementia during session to improve their memory.  During this 
time there is evidence of change of mood and improved confidence to 
participate. 
 
Crafts and hobbies enable service users to learn new skills and encourage 
them to take up old hobbies.  This not only provides mental stimulation but 
also encourages increased dexterity. 

 
 
 

Day Care – Thornton 
Kath Tinker 

 
The day care is open on a Monday with 16 places 
allocated. Referrals have increased over the past 12 
months and we now have a waiting list for places.  
 
Service users benefit from social interaction, and a 
nutritious meal. 
 
One service user commented, “I look forward to 
Mondays and getting out meeting my friends. Everyone 
is so good and kind.”  
 
Another service user said, “I look forward to the company and a meal that I 
don’t have to cook myself.” 
 
Activities at the centre include various team games (indoor curling, bowls & 
card games), quizzes, reminiscence and sing along. One service user 
commented, “the quizzes keep my mind active, I love to reminisce.” Service 
users enjoy a game of bingo each week as well as half an hour of seated 
exercises.   
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Little House Luncheon Club 
Little House luncheon club is run entirely by a team of dedicated volunteers.  
Shipley and Bingley Voluntary Services assists with the management of the 
luncheon club, however without the team of volunteers the service could not 
continue. 
 
The Little House luncheon club meets every Thursday and continues to be a 
much needed service that SBVS provides to the local community.  A 2 course 
meal and refreshments are provided for 16 older people who attend. 
 
The lunch is outsourced via a nationally known firm called Appetito. The food 
is delivered ready to serve to the group. Bradford Social Services has 
awarded a grant towards the cost of these meals as well as awarding a small 
grant towards the running costs of Little House. 
 

Café B  
 Maureen England 

The café provides a monthly opportunity for those 
with mild mental health issues and their carers to get 
together and socialise. For many of our service users 
it is the only time they attend anything or leave the 
house. Service users arrange appointments around 
the café. They make a special effort to present 
themselves at their best. 
 
Our cafes are very lively, we ensure that everyone is 
able to join in, either dancing or using the percussion 
instruments. Volunteers integrate and encourage clients to enjoy the 
experience. 
 
Clients and carers come back each month and recommend the café to others 
who find themselves in a similar situation. Even carers who have lost their 
partner/ friend whom they have cared for come back to the café on an 
occasional basis to support and give advice to other carers.  
 

Bingley Wellbeing Project 
Sarah Parkinson 

 
The aim of this project is to reach out to isolated older people and engage 
them into some form of social activity. This can be in the individual’s own 
home or in a group setting. 
 
Service users feel that having someone visiting them or attending activities 
increases their social contact improves confidence and feel they benefit from 
the new friendships that are formed. 
 
Our newsletter is now circulated to over 400 people in the Bingley and 
surrounding areas. This has proved to be a very useful way of reaching out to 
people as it is passed on from neighbour to neighbour, health professionals to 
client. 
 
Service users are benefiting from the variety of activities computer classes, 
walking group, tea dances and the new Sunday luncheon club. Shopping trips 
are enabling people to maintain their independence. 
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Shipley Area Links –  Befriending 
Joy Mills  

 
The befriending project, funded by the National Lottery and Shipley Area 
Committee of Bradford Council was 2 years old in April 2011.  The Co-
ordinator, Joy Mills, is based at Shipley and Bingley Voluntary Services and 
works with two other Organisers: Cissa WaNumbe based at Cottingley 
Cornerstone Centre and Aliya Anwar at HALE Project in Shipley.  
 
Volunteer befrienders make weekly visits to a local isolated older person for 
company.  Befriendees’ comments include: “I feel happier and less lonely 
when someone visits.  When I have no company, the days seem very long”. 
“There is nothing worse than loneliness and boredom. I look forward to her 
coming and feel fine when she is here, she is a great help!”. “Someone to talk 
to makes my day and then we carry on our conversation from week to week”.  
 
The project was launched on 1st April 2009. Since then we have handled 215 
client referrals and 163 volunteer applications, we held 12 training sessions 
for 107 volunteers and matched 97 pairs of people.  116 people regularly 
enjoy befriending meetings currently in April 2011. These friendships have 
really developed over the months and the team of befrienders also get 
together socially and for talks, sometimes with the befriendees too.  Over 40 
people attended Cartwright Hall in Bradford on Saturday 7th August 2010 for a 
first birthday teaparty and over 50 came to our Christmas party 2010 at 
Ramada Bankfield Hotel.  We have had talks on dementia, local history, falls 
risks, bereavement, sensory aids and local activities. We are having another 
party in June 2011. 
 
We are proud to have been awarded Approved Provider Status by the 
national Mentoring and Befriending Foundation.  The assessment included 
Joy preparing a portfolio of all procedures and documentation and receiving 
an inspector, Maxine, for a day visit to Cardigan House.  Two befriendees 
were attending an SBVS healthy café downstairs so were able to drop in to 
meet her and she also met staff and 5 befrienders.  She said “This is an 
effective well run project …and is importantly meeting the needs of older 
people.” 
 
If anyone living within reach of the Bingley, Cottingley and Shipley area would 
like to try meeting an elderly neighbour then they are invited to get in touch. 
They will receive training and support and be made welcome by other 
volunteers and staff as well as by their new friend. Referrals of isolated older 
people are also gratefully received.

Health Partnership Project 

Jenny Davison 
 
The Health Partnership Project (HPP) has developed relationships with 
statutory health and social care partners including 2 GP surgeries (one 
Keighley, one Bradford) to explore how GP’s and other health staff can make 
effective referrals into the Voluntary and Community Sector (VCS) services. 
HPP has agreed to deliver training programmes and develop information 
sheets to be posted on System One over the next year.  These projects will be 
run as pilots with the intention of rolling out to other GP surgeries in the future. 
 
HPP organised an event in January 2011 called Rising to the Challenge, 105 
people attended.  The event brought together a range of infrastructure support 
services in one place to ensure groups were adequately supported through 
challenging times.  
 
HPP developed and delivered 2 workshops on outcomes and changing 
structures.  The event was very successful with 72 delegates, 15 workshops, 
17 stalls, 105 attendees (inc. stall holders), in all 69 organisations were 
represented.  We gathered feedback from participants re future capacity 
building needs inc. Social Return On Investment (SROI), statistics, social 
enterprise and measuring outcomes.  This feedback was followed up by 
facilitating a programme of workshops.  A selling added value course was 
delivered in March to 12 delegates from 9 organisations.  Other enquiries 
were fed back to appropriate infrastructure staff and responded to on one-to-
one basis.  82% delegates reported being very satisfied or satisfied with 
workshop content.  2 courses on selling added value, 2 sessions on using 
community statistics and 2 sessions on social enterprise were planned as a 
result of feedback gathered.  
 
60 organisations were supported through re-commissioning: 60 people from 
45 organisations attended seminars. 35 took up individual support. 100% of 
organisations used recommendations and made amendments. HPP provided 
support to and a link between commissioner and VCS organisations. 
 
A leaving hospital leaflet of VCS services was developed for Bradford 
Hospitals based on success of pilot developed for Airedale hospital. The 
leaflet was developed in consultation with partners in NHS Bradford and 
Airedale and the local authority. 
 
HPP worked with Bradford Link and the NHS Community Development team 
to deliver a series of consultation events about intermediate care strategy. 
 
We ensured and facilitated the VCS involvement in End of Life care 
consultation process. The end report was targeted at commissioners and will 
raise the profile of voluntary and community groups as well as incorporating 
feedback. 
 
We developed a strong reputation within maternity and newborn strand, 
working on a number of projects aimed at addressing infant mortality and 
becoming a core member of task and finish group. 
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·  Worked in partnership with colleagues in local authority and PCT to 
plan and deliver Infant Mortality Visioning Day 3.  The event was aimed 
at organisations working on front line in communities and set out to 
outline key issues contributing to infant mortality and encourage a 
partnership approach to addressing them. This was a very successful 
day with over 80 participants. Infant Mortality Visioning Day 3 has been 
noted by the National Support Team as a great example of effective 
partnership working and is to be case studied in an article for a national 
publication. 

 
·  Joined sub group established to distribute Communities for Health 

money for peer breastfeeding support. Supported development of 
project model and successfully advocated involvement of VCS as well 
as children’s centres.  

 
·  Joined sub group distributing communities for health money for a 

community genetics project. Project originally aimed at children’s 
centres and covering 3 areas. HPP involvement saw the inclusion of a 
fourth area (Keighley) plus two of the 4 organisations to receive funds 
are now VCS. Also the project provided training to an additional 12 
people, half from VCS. Project very high profile and one of a kind. 

 
In the summer of 2010 HPP supported the Social Business Brokers to run 
three personalisation events. In addition to this HPP successfully advocated 
that the VCS should be invited to two personalisation events run by Bradford 
council in October. 
 
HPP successfully advocated for the VCS to be involved in the workforce 
development strategy on dementia and 4 VCS places were secured in the 
working group. 
 
HPP set up a Health and Wellbeing hub in Bradford East in conjunction with 
the community development team to enable groups to come together to 
explore provision in the area and partnership working.  
 
HPP have provided support with the set up of the Strategic Disability 
Partnership (SDP) Health and Wellbeing Action Group to feed into the SDP as 
a route into the Health Partnership. 
 
HPP supported a number of forums / organisations to understand and 
contribute to government white paper consultations. In addition to this the 
project contributed to consultation through Yorkshire and Humber Forum 
event and Health and Wellbeing forum.
